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Dear People of Christ Lutheran Church,
As your pastor during this sabbatical period, I have some food for thought for you. One of the things
I have done for twenty years now is serve the Southern Ohio Synod as it’s Specialized Pastoral Care
Representative. Each synod has one of us who serves by relating to the national church. We act in an
advisory capacity to congregations, and as part of the credential process for pastors pursuing voca-
tions in chaplaincy or clinical pastoral counseling settings. With my new role as your sabbatical
pastor an issue comes to mind that I thought might be helpful to share with you.
I know you can’t help but have noticed that each time you go to the doctor or to the hospital these
days, you must sign a special document that says you have been advised of their ‘privacy policies’.
In the old days, people came to take for granted that pastors could somehow always magically know
what was happening with the members of their congregations, especially if they were in the hospital.
You should be aware that TIMES HAVE CHANGED!
”HIPAA” stands for a law, the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act. The privacy
regulations section of HIPAA require health care providers to protect your health information. They
are required to give you more control over who receives that information. This meant major changes
for you, and your pastors, from how things used to be. In the old days, pastors were given generous
amounts of information. Under HIPPA, any information, even the most basic, is much more re-
stricted. They may not even be told you are in the hospital if they call to ask.
HOW CAN YOU BE SURE THAT YOUR PASTOR AND FRIENDS CAN FIND YOU IF YOU ARE
IN THE HOSPITAL OR A CARE FACILITY? You, and your family, must take a more active role in
making sure you can be found. Make sure someone calls your pastor and the church office.

Just let them know if you don’t want the
details shared with others. The facility will ask if you want to be included in the ‘patient directory’, or if
you have a religious affiliation. If you say no, they cannot confirm that you are even there, to anyone,
even family and pastors.
I can not think of anything more heartbreaking and sad for you, and those who love you, than for you to
be alone at times like that. So, please be aware that times have changed. God said:”It is not good to be
alone”.
