10 So now I bring the first of the fruit of the 
ground that you, O LORD, have given me.” You shall set it down before the LORD your God and 
bow down before the LORD your God. 11 Then you, together with the Levites and the aliens who 
reside among you, shall celebrate with all the bounty that the LORD your God has given to you 
and to your house.

Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. 10 For one 
believes with the heart and so is justified, and one confesses with the mouth and so is saved. 
11 The scripture says, “No one who believes in him will be put to shame.” 12 For there is no 
distinction between Jew and Greek; the same Lord is Lord of all and is generous to all who call 
on him. 13 For, “Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved.”
